Lament for A Fiddler
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Bar22: brief pause with no change of tempo before or after the pause

Bar 25-28: slightly livelier tempo with rallantando through second half of Bar 23 to return to normal tempo at start of Bar 24

Bar 30-32: Rallantando from start of bar to pause. Ifrepeating, then a brief pause and back to normal tempo. If playing only
once or atthe end of the repeat, then have a longer pause and play the subsequent notes very slowly.
